The pain may radiate to the right shoulder, rightarm, sternum, and lumbar area, its intensity depending on the form of cholecystitis and the patient’s sensitivity. On auscultation the doctor hears rales in the lungs. The pain grows worse when the patient is lying on his right side.

What symptom should be excluded from the description?

A blue color to the skin means lack of oxygen in the tissues. Lack of oxygen (called hypoxia) can occur for a variety of reasons, including lung problems, heart problems or circulation problems. When hypoxia is moderately severe, blue color can be limited to the lips, the fingers and toes. Severe hypoxia causes a blue or gray color to appear over the entire body. Cyanosis should always lead to an evaluation by a doctor and often means an emergency situation. If it develops suddenly, call paramedics if the person seems very ill pr go to an emergency facility.

What diseases are accompanied with cyanosis?

Excessive tiring and a feeling of weakness or sleepiness can be a symptom of many disorders, or it can be a normal reaction to exercise and exertion. As a symptom of illness, it accompanies nearly all illnesses.

What diseases have fatigue as a very prominent symptom?

20. There are two sets of teeth. Six months or so after birth, the first deciduous teeth (baby teeth, milk teeth) erupt through the gums. A normal child will eventually have twenty 'baby" teeth, each jaw holding ten teeth: four incisors (for cutting), two canines (for tearing), and four molars (for grinding). The deciduous teeth are lost when the permanent teeth are ready to emerge. Permanent teeth are the second and final set. Eruption commences at six years of age and is completed at eighteen to twenty-five years.   The teeth of the permanent set are thirty-two in number.

21. We have two sets of teeth during our life: deciduous teeth (baby teeth, milk teeth), they were your  first ones   and  permanent  teeth.

Eruption starts at six months and is completed at two years. Individual variation is common but the average ages are as follows:

Though halitosis  appears after  eating strongly flavoured food such as garlic or onions  the most serious causes of it may be infective conditions of the nose, throat and periodontal disease. You’d better go to a dentist as soon as you can.

29. If you neglect your teeth you could get a number of diseases.  A combination of poor tooth cleaning, with buildup of residue (called plaque) on the tooth; sugars in the mouth; normal mouth bacteria; and perhaps the acidity of the mouth are the factors of caries.

At first slight yellow or brown discoloration of the surface of a tooth, often in a natural crevice, appears. As the process continues, softening and added discoloration, then a visible cavity or hole appears. Unless there is penetration of the decay to the pulp, or infection, there is no pain, but teeth may be sensitive to hot and cold or to sweets.

Severity of the problem can vary from minor to very severe. In the severe form it can lead to dental abscess and loss of teeth.
