Task 34

Read the case and decide if you approve the psychologist’s strategy. What else could be done?
A large London catering (общественное питание) firm became concerned about the excessive number of breakages by its employees. It therefore decided to impose a penalty to reduce carelessness. Strange to say, the system of fines (штраф) led to an increase in breakages. The management decided that the problem was more complex than they had thought, so they called a psychologist to investigate and recommend appropriate remedies. The psychologist first posed the question as to when breakages occurred. He kept a record of the breakages occurring during half-hour periods over a number of days, and it soon became evident that most accidents occurred during the rush (часы пик) periods when the girls were worried by their inability to cope with the number of orders. It was now obvious why the system of fines had only made matters worse. They added to the anxiety of the already overstrained girls and simply made them more nervous.

It signifies desperation, anger, frustration or some related emotion. For example, people who have just made a mistake in a piece of important work might well run their fingers through their hair. The gesture can also be an intentional one and can even be accompanied by speech.

Task 19

Sample answer

People frequently throw their arms wide with palms upward when they wish to disclaim all knowledge or responsibility for something. The open palms in such a situation are associated with openness, and this kind of openness is also expressed by open palms in subconscious gestures. If you see someone with his or hands open like this, then you can probably assume that he or she is telling the truth and has nothing to hide although you should bear in mind that people who make a living by deceiving other people often learn to control their subconscious gestures as well as their conscious gestures and speech.

2. Stress can be defined as harmful physical and emotional responses that occur when requirements do not match the capabilities, recourses, or needs of the person. Stress is unavoidable consequence of life. As Hans Selye noted, “Without stress, where would be no life”. Stress is not always necessarily harmful. After graduating from my faculty I won’t be able to work as psychiatrist.  Psychiatrist is a medical doctor with a degree in medicine plus some years of postgraduate study (residency) in psychiatry

Talk to your doctor. Sometimes mental distress is a sign of a physical illness, and the doctor may conduct tests to rule out another disease or disorder. You may also need an evaluation by a psychiatrist

Perhaps I will work with the client in cooperation with psychoanalyst. It is particularly helpful in dealing with low self – esteem, difficulties with intimacy or authority, or continuing depression or anxiety. 

Task 4
Sample answer

Hypnosis is a technique that can help you focus your attention, rethink problems, relax, and respond to helpful suggestions. There is no magic in hypnosis. It relies mainly on your ability to concentrate and on the trust you have in the therapist. Hypnosis can alter your perception of pain and other sensations and help you gain some control over your emotional and physical responses.

Hypnosis can help people control chronic cancer pain, menstrual pain, headaches; make labor and childbirth more comfortable. Using hypnosis, some people can gain control of unwanted behaviors such as tobacco smoking, bed – wetting, nail biting, teeth grinding, phobias, overeating, difficulty sleeping. Skin conditions such as psoriasis, urticaria, and warts can also be helped by hypnosis.  

Task 5
Sample answer

Many people experience a passing depressed mood, or a period of normal sadness, after a loss. Many recover within days or weeks without severe disruption of the daily lives. For other people however, depression is an actually distressing, debilitating and at times life threatening illness. Suffering from depression may increase the risk of death in people who have other illnesses such as heart disease or cancer.  If I am unsure about whether he has depression I will suggest him some questions, demanding answer “yes” or “no”.

 Clinical psychologists undergo many hours of graduating training –usually 4-6 years post Bachelors –in order to gain demonstrable competence and experience. One half of students are being trained in Ph.D. programs- a model that emphasizes research and is usually housed in universities, the other half in Psy. D.program,  which has more focus on practice.  Both models are accredited by the American Psychological Association and many other English – speaking psychological societies. The practice of clinical psychology requires a license in the USA.  A small number of schools offer accredited programs in clinical psychology resulting in a Master’s degree, which take 2 to 3 years post - bachelors. Practitioners of clinical Psychology work directly with individuals at all developmental levels, as well as groups, using a wide range of assessment and intervention methods to promote mental health and to alleviate discomfort and maladjustment. Job opportunities are highly limited with bachelor’s degree in psychology. In order to work independently in a private practice, licensure is needed.
