DIALOGUE 1
Patient: I haven’t felt well this week, doctor.

Doctor: What’s wrong with you?

P.: I’ve had pain here – in the chest, a runny nose and a sore throat.

D.: Did you take your temperature?

P.: I did and I had a slight temperature.

D.: You have a bad cold. All the symptoms are present. Well, you should stay in bed until you are completely well. Colds may have serious complications.

P.: How long should I stay in bed?

D.: Bed rest is necessary for a week or so. Here is a prescription for you. I wish you a quick recovery.

DIALOGUE 2

Dr Young Good morning, Mr. Hollister. How are you getting along?

Mr. Hollister: I've not been feeling well for the last week. I've had some shortness of breath, and as you can see my legs are swollen now.

Dr Young: Are you still taking your digitalis? Did you put any salt in your food?

Mr. H.: Well, Doctor, I've been out of digitalis for the last week. And it is hard on me to eat completely without salt. Doctor, could you tell me what my problem is?

Dr. Y.: I believe you have hardening of arteries (облитерация артерий) with the involvement of the heart (поражение сердца). Now your heart is not able to perform the work it was supposed to. Regarding your treatment, I think you should continue to take one tablet of digitalis a day and stay on a salt free diet. This should be done indefinitely, otherwise (иначе) you'll get in trouble.

Mr. H : When shall I come back?

Dr. Y.: Three weeks from today. Good-bye now and be careful.

Mr. H: Bye. See you in three weeks.
