Since 1999 the branch began to prepare experts with qualification "the Medical
laboratory technician”. In 2000 the first group of the raised level "Medical
laboratory technologist” has been typed. Branch "Laboratory diagnostics” - the
largest branch in the college which base of subjects, they are: biochemistry,
microbiology, methods of clinical researches. In biochemistry students learn to
estimate biochemical analyses. In methods of clinical researches and do a blood
sampling of a finger and define its contents. In microbiology they study activators
of such diseases as: a diphtheria, a whooping cough, a dysentery, a gas gangrene, a
tuberculosis.

Branch "Nursing care™ has been opened in 1990. At present the training
passes on the base of 9 and 11 classes. In our college it is trained only 5 groups on
branch "Nursing care". The future staff nurses receive the good knowledge base in
Krasnoyarsk Medical-pharmaceutical College which is given by the teachers
training students to such disciplines as: nursing care bases, pediatrics, surgery.
Students pass Practice on the bases of hospitals, and already there they understand
what huge role belongs to staff nurses.

In the specialised subjects they
study names of medicines, methods and ways of their manufacturing and
components. On branch it is a lot of guys who participate in various sports actions,
and also beautiful girls who also participate in various beauty contests and quite
often become prize-winners. "Pharmacy” has a KVN which participates in city
competitions between average educational institutions.

Today the state symbol of Russia is a three coloured banner. It has three
horizontal stripes: white, blue and red. The white stripe symbolizes the earth, the
blue one stands for the sky, and the red one symbolizes liberty. A new national
emblem is a two-headed eagle. It is the most ancient symbol of Russia.

“THE KRASNOYARSK PILLARS.”

Krasnoyarsk is the largest city in Eastern Siberia and the Far East. It was
built by the Cossacks in 1628, and currently has 980,000 inhabitants. But
Krasnoyarsk is mostly worldwide known due to the nature reserve “Krasnoyarsk
Pillars.”

Krasnoyarsk Columns is a unique phenomenon. It is written a lot of books,
articles, poems, and songs about it. The movies are made about it and they are the
source of inspiration of artists. Many lives and events are connected to it. A unique
move of “stolbistov” was born and still alive there with its own traditions and
unique folklore,

There are jUSt “Columns — open for tourists rocks and “Wlld columns
rocks located in the depths of the reserve, access to which is restricted. In one
column at a time can be a lot of people, so there happens real ‘traffic jams’ there.
Unfortunately, very often people fall down from the columns and die because most
of them climb there without safety equipment and it’s more than a dozen meters to
fly down.
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Almost all rocks of the reserve have names. Also some of the individual
stones and fragments (part) of the rocks are named. Rocks can be solitary or to
form groups. On the rocks laid moves that tend to lead to the top. A special place
on the rock, the passage of which requires special skills, is called “hitrushka.”

Sport routes on cliffs are used by athletes for training and competition.
These routes are traversed only with the use of equipment and safety equipment.
On the cliffs of the reserve had been raised many outstanding rock climbers and
mountaineers.

On the area of the the reserve 56 species of mammals live and 762 species of
plants grow, 150 of which are subject to special protection. Among large and
medium-sized predators in the reserve live: the brown bear, wolf, lynx, wolverine,
fox, badger. Among ungulates more common is siberian stag — the largest
subspecies of red deer. There are roes and elks. There you can find a flying squirrel

In the reserve about 400 species of insects are noted. One of them is the
taiga tick — a carrier of a dangerous disease for people — tick-borne encephalitis.
First active mites appear in the spring as the earth free from snow. The maximum
activity of ticks usually occurs in late May or early June. In July comes the decline
In their activity, and in August, there are only isolated instances. Therefore visiting
reserve you must be very careful and regularly inspect yourself and travel
companions for the presence of ticks.
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The area of the reserve “Stolby” closely borders the city of Krasnoyarsk, so
tourists usually do not have problems with accommodation: there are enough
hotels in the city where you can stay for the night. To get out of the city to the
reserve you can by public transport (he doesn’t reach the boundary of the reserve
only 2 km). This distance visitors usually pass on foot or use the reserve’s bus on
weekends, which delivers them directly to the reserve.

To stay overnight in the reserve “Stolby” you can in a camp, which runs
from May to the end of summer. Tourists have electricity, firewood, gas oven,
toilet, and a pallet under the tent. But in this case, you must send a request in
advance.

WASHINGTON
Washington, the capital of the United States of America, is situated on the
Potomac River in the District of Columbia. The district is a piece of land ten
miles square and it does not belong to any separate state but to all the states. The
district is named in honour of Columbus, the discoverer of America. The capital
owes much to the first President of the USA -George Washington. It was G.
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Washington, who chose the place for the District and laid in 1790 the corner-
stone of the Capitol, where Congress sits.

Washington is not the largest city in the USA. It has a population of 900
000 people. Washington is a one-industry town. That industry is government. It
does not produce anything except very much scrap paper. Every day 25 railway
cars leave Washington loaded with scrap paper.

Washington has many historical places. The largest and tallest among the
buildings is the Capitol with its great House of Representatives and the Senate
chamber. There are no skyscrapers in Washington because no other building must
be taller than the Capitol. The White House is the President's residence. All
American presidents except George Washington (the White House was not yet
built in his time), have lived in the White House. It was built in 1799. It is a two-
storied, white building.

Not far from the Capitol is the Washington Monument, which looks like a
very big pencil. It rises 160 metres and is hollow inside. A special lift brings
visitors to the top in 70 seconds from where they can enjoy a wonderful view of
the whole city.

The Jefferson Memorial was built in memory of the third President of the
USA, Thomas Jefferson, who was also the author of the Declaration of
Independence. The memorial is surrounded by cherry-trees. The Lincoln
Memorial devoted to the memory of the 16th President of the US, the author of
the Emancipation Proclamation, which gave freedom to Negro slaves in America.

On the other bank of the Potomac lies the Arlington National Cemetery
where President Kennedy was buried. American soldiers and officers, who died
in World Wars I and Il are buried there too.

WASHINGTON
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Washington, the capital of the United States of America, is situated on the
Potomac River in the District of Columbia. The district is a piece of land ten
miles square and it does not belong to any separate state but to all the states. The
district is named in honour of Columbus, the discoverer of America. The capital
owes much to the first President of the USA -George Washington. It was G.
Washington, who chose the place for the District and laid in 1790 the corner-
stone of the Capitol, where Congress sits.

Washington is not the largest city in the USA. It has a population of 900
000 people. Washington is a one-industry town. That industry is government. It
does not produce anything except very much scrap paper. Every day 25 railway
cars leave Washington loaded with scrap paper.

Washington has many historical places. The largest and tallest among the
buildings is the Capitol with its great House of Representatives and the Senate
chamber. There are no skyscrapers in Washington because no other building must
be taller than the Capitol. The White House is the President's residence. All
American presidents except George Washington (the White House was not yet
built in his time), have lived in the White House. It was built in 1799. It is a two-
storied, white building.

Not far from the Capitol is the Washington Monument, which looks like a
very big pencil. It rises 160 metres and is hollow inside. A special lift brings
visitors to the top in 70 seconds from where they can enjoy a wonderful view of
the whole city.

The Jefferson Memorial was built in memory of the third President of the
USA, Thomas Jefferson, who was also the author of the Declaration of
Independence. The memorial is surrounded by cherry-trees. The Lincoln
Memorial devoted to the memory of the 16th President of the US, the author of
the Emancipation Proclamation, which gave freedom to Negro slaves in America.

On the other bank of the Potomac lies the Arlington National Cemetery
where President Kennedy was buried. American soldiers and officers, who died
in World Wars | and Il are buried there too.

Medical Education in Great Britain

Several centuries ago a young man could become a doctor by serv-
ing an apprenticeship ' to a practicing physician, meanwhile taking a
few night courses in anatomy?. Today the future doctor must pass
successfully through eight to thirteen or more years of the most de-
manding, intensive and exhaustive study before setting up his prac-

tice.

First he must spend three to four years of premedical training at a
recognised university. Here he learns the basic.sciences.
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During the next two years the student must master the laboratory sci-
ences. To learn the structure of the human body, he studies anatomy, both
gross and microscopic. Thorough training is given in the subject of biolog-
ical chemistry, which is the basis for clinical laboratory diagnosis and med-
ical therapeutics. The functions of the body are learned from books and by
laboratory experiments in classes in physiology. Because he is to deal with
people intimately, the student must have a working knowledge of psychol-
ogy. In his pathology classes he will learn about diseases and diseased tis-
sues; and in bacteriology classes, the causes of infectious diseases will be
made clearto him. Studying pharmacology, he will learn about drugs. Usu-
ally all this study is done before he ever treats a patient.

In the next two years the student receives instructions and practical
experience in the care of patients. The organisation of the course work
may vary considerably from school to school in this phase of training, but
certain basic studies are common to all. They are the study of anaesthetics,
skin disorders, the study of the glands of internal secretion, forensic med-
icine, internal medicine, the study of the nervous system and its diseases,
gynaecology and obstf:trics, the study of radiology, surgery, psychiatry, oph-
thalmology, otolaryngology, preventive medicine, orthopedics, pediatrics,
proctology and urology. '

During this time the student frequently has the opportunity to spend
considerable time in a hospital and acquaint himself with many of the ba-
sic procedures and common disorders.

Next come about two years of internship in a hospital. During this
period, the intern usually lives at the hospital and receives a small amount
of pay. While caring for the hospital patients, he should develop more and
more skills and knowledge, transposing the theories Ieamed in a medical
school mto practical use. -

Medical Education in Great Britain

Several centuries ago a young man could become a doctor by serv-
ing an apprenticeship' to a practicing physician, meanwhile taking a
few night courses in anatomy?2. Today the future doctor must pass
successfully through eight to thirteen or more years of the most de-
manding, mtenswe and exhaustive study before setting up his prac—
tice.

First he must spend three to four years of premedical training at a

recognised university. Here he learns the basic.sciences.
During the next two years the student must master the laboratory sci-

ences. To learn the structure of the human body, he studies anatomy, both
gross and microscopic. Thorough training is given in the subject of biolog-
ical chemistry, which is the basis for clinical laboratory diagnosis and med-
ical therapeutics. The functions of the body are learned from books and by
laboratory experiments in classes in physiology. Because he is to deal with
people intimately, the student must have a working knowledge of psychol-
ogy. In his pathology classes he will learn about diseases and diseased tis-
sues; and in bacteriology classes, the causes of infectious diseases will be
made clear to him. Studying pharmacology, he will learn about drugs. Usu-
ally all this study is done before he ever treats a patient.

In the next two years the student receives instructions and practical
experience in the care of patients. The organisation of the course work
may vary considerably from school to school in this phase of training, but
certain basic studies are common to all. They are the study of anaesthetics,
skin disorders, the study of the glands of internal secretion, forensic med-
icine, internal medicine, the study of the nervous system and its diseases,
gynaecology and obstetrics, the study of radiology; surgery, psychiatry, oph-
thalmology, otolaryngology, preventive medicine, orthopedics, pediatrics,
proctology and urology. '

During this time the student frequently has the opportunity to spend
considerable time in a hospital and acquaint himself with many of the ba-
sic procedures and common disorders. .

Next come about two years of intermnship in a hospital. During this
period, the intern usually lives at the hospital and receives a small amount
of pay. While caring for the hospital patients, he should develop more and
more skills and knowledge, transposing the theories Ieamed in a medical
school mto practical use. -

The Health Service in Great Britain

The National Health Service ! (NHS) provides free medical treat-
ment both in hospital and outside. It covers sickness of mind as well
as ordinary sickness, and includes the treatment of teeth, the provi-
sion of aids to sight and hearing, as well as wheelchairs, artificial limbs
and other expensive items.

People are not obliged to use the service; they may still go to doc-
tors as private patients if they wish to do so, and in big towns there are
some private hospnals which people may use rather than the hospi-
tals which are within the Health Service.

In order to obtain the benefits? of the National Health Servlce a
person must normally be registered on a general practitioner’s list,
and if he needs medical attention he first goes to his general practi-
tioner or has the general practitioner? come to see him % The family
doctor gives treatment and prescribes medicine, or, if necessary, ar-
ranges for the patient to go to hospital* or to be seen at home by a
specialist. If the doctor prescribes medicine, a written prescription
must be taken to a chemist’s shop where the chemist prepares what is
necessary. At first, from 1948, the patient had nothing to pay for med-
icine, but since 1951 a small fixed ® payment has been necessary.

Each person is free to choose a general practitioner in the area
where he lives and be registered on his list. The average general prac-

titioner has a little over 2,000 people on his list; the maximum is around
3,500. Out of his earnings he must provide a waiting-room and a con-
sulting room for his patients, a car, and a secretary. It is usual for three
or four general practitioners to join together in a partnership, arrang-
ing their work so that at least one of the partners is always on duty and
taking care of each other’s patients during free days.

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The Health Service in Great Britain

The National Health Service ' (NHS) provides free medical treat-
ment both in hospital and outside. It covers sickness of mind as well
as ordinary sickness, and includes the treatment of teeth, the provi-
sion of aids to sight and hearing, as well as wheelchairs, artificial limbs
and other expensive items.

People are not obliged to use the service; they may still go to doc-
tors as private patients if they wish to do so, and in big towns there are
some private hospitals which people may use rather than the hospi-
tals which are within the Health Service.

In order to obtain the benefits? of the National Health Serwce a
person must normally be registered on a general practitioner’s list,
and if he needs medical attention he first goes to his general practi-
tioner or has the general practitioner3 come to see him*. The family
doctor gives treatment and prescribes medicine, or, if necessary, ar-
ranges for the patient to go to hospital’ or to be seen at home by a
specialist. If the doctor prescribes medicine, a written prescription
must be taken to a chemist’s shop where the chemist prepares what is
necessary. At first, from 1948, the patient had nothing to pay for med-
icine, but since 1951 a small fixed ®* payment has been necessary.

Each person is free to choose a general practitioner in the area
where he lives and be registered on his list. The average general prac-

titioner has a little over 2,000 people on his list; the maximum is around
3,500. Out of his earnings he must provide a waiting-room and a con-
sulting room for his patients, a car, and a secretary. It is usual for three
or four general practitioners to join together in a partnership, arrang-
ing their work so that at least one of the partners is always on duty and
taking care of each other’s patients during free days.
