She was named Florence after her city of
birth. She came from a wealthy family. Her parents expected her to marry and have a family. But Florence didn't like this
lifestyle. Florence wanted to help the sick and the poor. She was interested in books and medicine and wanted to get a
good education at the university.

At first her family was against it, but after many emotional battles her father agreed. She got a good education in Germany
and started to work in a hospital when she came back to England. At that time, nurses learned through experience, not
through training. Florence treated sick people, distributed medicine, and assisted during operations. She was very happy
and said «We learned to think of our work, not ourselves».

1854 brought the start of the Crimean War when Britain, France and Turkey declared war on Russia. Florence Nightingale
left England and became a nursing administrator of the English General Hospitals in Turkey. She took 38 other nurses with
her. Later they went to Crimea. Together they went to battlefields and organized hospitals. Florence improved sanitary
conditions which helped reduce the death rate from 40% to 2%. The wounded soldiers called her an angel. When Florence
made her rounds at night, she carried a lamp with her to light her way and became known as «The Lady with the Lamp».

During Florence's time, the hospitals were overcrowded and disease infested. They were doing more harm than good.
Florence thought that hospitals should help patients, but did not hurt them. This was a revolutionary idea at that time. She
believed that hospitals needed better ventilation, more windows, drainage, healthy food and spacious wards. Due to
Florence's ideas, hospitals became clean and sanitary places where lives were saved.

«Water»

The abundance of water in liquid, solid and gaseous state is a matter of common observation. Not only is water the most
abundant 10 compound, but it is also very important for life. To be sure, life would be impossible without water.

From the chemical point of view water has many points of interest, for it enters into chemical reactions which are of
fundamental importance. Not only does water react with many substances, but it has also a marked influence upon many
chemical reactions.

For many purposes it is desirable that water should be pure. The purest natural water is rain. It would be wrong, however,
to consider it as being really pure. Nor is ground water pure. It contains a great deal of impurities which fail to settle.
Dissolved substances do not settle, nor do they evaporate with water, which makes their removal difficult.

One of the most important problems is to obtain water sufficiently pure to meet our needs 8. The choice as to what process
is to be used for purification of water depends upon the uses for which it is interested as well as the impurities it contains.
Water used for steam boilers should be free from substances that cause' corrosion and scale formation. Water for washing
should, not contain substances that react with soap. When water is to be used for drinking it is necessary that the microbes
which it may contain should be killed. To| achieve this water which is to be purified is thoroughly filtered. Another way to
purify water is to boil it.

Non of these methods is fit for producing pure water in the chemical sense, since most of the soluble salts are unaffected
by the treatment. To remove these and to prepare chemically pure water suitable for scientific use, we take advantage of
the fact that water is easily changed to steam while most of the dissolved substances as already mentioned are not volatile.
By condensing the steam, we are thus able to remove all the impurities except volatile. This process is called distillation.
Distilled water has many use, both in the laboratory and in industry, when even small quantities impurities would be
undesirable.

Some Aspects of British University life

A university in Great Britain is a place of higher education to which young men and women may go after finishing the
course at a high school, that is, when they are about eighteen years old.

It is true that most students go to a university to study some special subject or group of subjects, a knowledge of which will
make it possible for them to earn their living as doctors, lawyers, engineers, teachers, etc. But it is recognized that a
university must do more than supply the facts of medicine, law, engineering or whatever a man may have to do or teach: it
must train its students in such a way that they themselves will always be eager to search for new knowledge and new
ideas.

The full-time students now attending English Universities are men and women. Nearly half of them are engaged in the
study of arts subjects such as history, languages, economics or law, the others are studying pure or applied sciences such
as medicine, dentistry, technology, or agriculture.

The University of London, for instance, includes internal and external students, the latter coming to London only to sit for
their examinations. The colleges in the University of London are essentially teaching institutions, providing instruction
chiefly by means of lectures, which are attended mainly by day students. The colleges of Oxford and Cambridge, however,
are essentially residential institutions and they mainly use a tutorial method.

This tutorial system began at Oxford and Cambridge, where each college is a world of its own, with the students in
residence, and they can easily appoint tutors to look after each student individually. The system is also used to some extent
in the other universities to supplement lectures. Generally speaking there's one member of the teaching staff for every
eight students in the universities.

The three terms into which the British University year is divided are roughly eight to ten weeks. Each term is crowded with
activity. The students have vacations between the terms.



In fact in some universities in England and America success in sports and games seems almost as important as success in
studies, and it is considered a great honour to be chosen to play for one’s university at cricket and football. Sometimes
there are sports meetings between American and British universities.

Primary

Most children work through the system of infant, junior and secondary schools, but the system of first, middle and upper
schools is slowly spreading. Infant and junior schools are normally within the same school buildings.

Secondary

Formerly, children took an exam at the end of their primary education to determine whether they continued their
education at secondary modern or grammar schools. At the secondary moderns, they would receive a more vocational
(practical skills) education while at grammar schools the emphasis was academic and exam-centered.

Comprehensive schools Were introduced more then thirty years ago. Pupils go to them automatically, regardless of
intelligence. However, some comprehensives and many secondary schools do not have the full range of academic courses
for six-formers. Pupils can transfer either to a grammar school or to a six-form college to get courses they want.

Private

Parallel to the state system, there is a private education system. Parents pay fees to send their children to these schools.
There are preparatory schools where children aged five to thirteen are coached for the entrance exams to the public
schools and the most famous are Eton, Harrow, Marlborough, Winchester and Roedean. Other private schools are less
prestigious, but they all have to be state-registered, which means they are regularly inspected and have to conform to
certain standards. Many private schools are also boarding schools, which means that pupils live on school premises.

Further Education

As well as universities and polytechnics, there are numerous colleges for more special needs, such as agriculture,
accountancy, art and design, law. It is common for students to leave home to study.

Some Aspects of British University life

A university in Great Britain is a place of higher education to which young men and women may go after finishing the
course at a high school, that is, when they are about eighteen years old.

It is true that most students go to a university to study some special subject or group of subjects, a knowledge of which will
make it possible for them to earn their living as doctors, lawyers, engineers, teachers, etc. But it is recognized that a
university must do more than supply the facts of medicine, law, engineering or whatever a man may have to do or teach: it
must train its students in such a way that they themselves will always be eager to search for new knowledge and new
ideas.

The full-time students now attending English Universities are men and women. Nearly half of them are engaged in the
study of arts subjects such as history, languages, economics or law, the others are studying pure or applied sciences such
as medicine, dentistry, technology, or agriculture.

The University of London, for instance, includes internal and external students, the latter coming to London only to sit for
their examinations. The colleges in the University of London are essentially teaching institutions, providing instruction
chiefly by means of lectures, which are attended mainly by day students. The colleges of Oxford and Cambridge, however,
are essentially residential institutions and they mainly use a tutorial method.

This tutorial system began at Oxford and Cambridge, where each college is a world of its own, with the students in
residence, and they can easily appoint tutors to look after each student individually. The system is also used to some extent
in the other universities to supplement lectures. Generally speaking there's one member of the teaching staff for every
eight students in the universities.

The three terms into which the British University year is divided are roughly eight to ten weeks. Each term is crowded with
activity. The students have vacations between the terms.

In fact in some universities in England and America success in sports and games seems almost as important as success in
studies, and it is considered a great honour to be chosen to play for one’s university at cricket and football. Sometimes
there are sports meetings between American and British universities.

The Krasnoyarsk Pharmaceutical College - one of the oldest educational college of the city Krasnoyarsk, it has been based
on pharmaceutical school, which founded in 1936. The first set of school made one educational group of 30 persons,
teachers were 4 pharmacists. The first release has taken place in 1939. During war graduates - pharmacists all group left
on front.

"Laboratory diagnostics"

The branch "Laboratory diagnostics" has been opened in our college in 1987. Then it was called "Medical assistant's -
laboratory branch" and prepared experts of qualification "the Medical assistant - the laboratorian". The first set consisted



of 2 groups on 30 persons. They were trained by 10 teachers. Uglanova Lyudmila Alekseevna - the teacher of anatomy was
the first managing branch. Since 1999 the branch began to prepare experts with qualification "the Medical laboratory
technician". In 2000 the first group of the raised level "Medical laboratory technologist" has been typed. Branch
"Laboratory diagnostics" - the largest branch in the college which base of subjects, they are: biochemistry, microbiology,
methods of clinical researches. In biochemistry students learn to estimate biochemical analyses. In methods of clinical
researches and do a blood sampling of a finger and define its contents. In microbiology they study activators of such
diseases as: a diphtheria, a whooping cough, a dysentery, a gas gangrene, a tuberculosis.

"Nursing care"

Branch "Nursing care" has been opened in 1990. At present the training passes on the base of 9 and 11 classes. In our
college it is trained only 5 groups on branch "Nursing care". The future staff nurses receive the good knowledge base in
Krasnoyarsk Medical-pharmaceutical College which is given by the teachers training students to such disciplines as:
nursing care bases, pediatrics, surgery. Students pass Practice on the bases of hospitals, and already there they
understand what huge role belongs to staff nurses.

"Pharmacy"

Also in our college, besides branches "Laboratory diagnostics and the Nursing care" is branch "Pharmacy". The basic
subjects which are studied in the given branch: analytical, organic and inorganic chemistry, pharmacology, TLF. The Core
of a direction of pharmacists - medicines. In the specialised subjects they study names of medicines, methods and ways of
their manufacturing and components. On branch it is a lot of guys who participate in various sports actions, and also
beautiful girls who also participate in various beauty contests and quite often become prize-winners. "Pharmacy" has a
KVN which participates in city competitions between average educational institutions.

Russia is a land of long rivers and deep lakes. The Volga River is the longest river in Europe (3690 km). It runs into the
Caspian Sea, which is in reality, the largest lake in the world. The Baikal is the deepest lake in the world.

Russia is rich in natural resources. It has deposits of coal, oil, natural gas, iron ore, gold, nickel, etc.
Russia borders on fourteen countries, including the former Republics of the USSR, which are now independent states.
The population of Russia is about 150 million people.

Now Russia (the Russian Federative Republic) is a Presidential Republic. Today the state symbol of Russia is a three
coloured banner. It has three horizontal stripes: white, blue and red. The white stripe symbolizes the earth, the blue one
stands for the sky, and the red one symbolizes liberty. A new national emblem is a two-headed eagle. It is the most ancient
symbol of Russia.

Russia has always played an important role in the world. It is one of the leading Powers.

Krasnoyarsk received status of the city in 1690. In the XVIIith century Moscovsky route — lying through the city was built.
The first coat of arms of the city was approved in 1804. in1822 Krasnoyarsk became the center of the Eniseyskaya
Province. Krasnoyarsk wasn't the biggest city in Province at that time, but took the most advantageous economic-
geographical situation. The population was 4.8 thousand people at the moment of city's coming into its own of Province
center. At the beginning of the XIXth century Krasnoyarsk became the center of gold mining and turned into a big city of
the Eniseyside territory. On the 7th of December 1934 the city became administrative-politic center of the Krasnoyarsk
territory.

“THE KRASNOYARSK PILLARS.”

Krasnoyarsk is the largest city in Eastern Siberia and the Far East. It was built by the Cossacks in 1628, and currently has
980,000 inhabitants. But Krasnoyarsk is mostly worldwide known due to the nature reserve “Krasnoyarsk Pillars.”

Krasnoyarsk Columns is a unique phenomenon. It is written a lot of books, articles, poems, and songs about it. The movies
are made about it and they are the source of inspiration of artists. Many lives and events are connected to it. A unique
move of “stolbistov” was born and still alive there with its own traditions and unique folklore.

There are just “Columns” - open for tourists rocks, and “Wild columns” - rocks located in the depths of the reserve, access
to which is restricted. In one column at a time can be a lot of people, so there happens real ‘traffic jams’ there.
Unfortunately, very often people fall down from the columns and die because most of them climb there without safety
equipment and it’s more than a dozen meters to fly down.

Almost all rocks of the reserve have names. Also some of the individual stones and fragments (part) of the rocks are
named. Rocks can be solitary or to form groups. On the rocks laid moves that tend to lead to the top. A special place on the
rock, the passage of which requires special skills, is called “hitrushka.”

Sport routes on cliffs are used by athletes for training and competition. These routes are traversed only with the use of
equipment and safety equipment. On the cliffs of the reserve had been raised many outstanding rock climbers and
mountaineers.

On the area of the the reserve 56 species of mammals live and 762 species of plants grow, 150 of which are subject to
special protection. Among large and medium-sized predators in the reserve live: the brown bear, wolf, lynx, wolverine, fox,
badger. Among ungulates more common is siberian stag - the largest subspecies of red deer. There are roes and elks.
There you can find a flying squirrel or a bat. The most common plant is fir.



In the reserve about 400 species of insects are noted. One of them is the taiga tick - a carrier of a dangerous disease for
people - tick-borne encephalitis. First active mites appear in the spring as the earth free from snow. The maximum activity
of ticks usually occurs in late May or early June. In July comes the decline in their activity, and in August, there are only
isolated instances. Therefore visiting reserve you must be very careful and regularly inspect yourself and travel
companions for the presence of ticks.

The area of the reserve “Stolby” closely borders the city of Krasnoyarsk, so tourists usually do not have problems with
accommodation: there are enough hotels in the city where you can stay for the night. To get out of the city to the reserve
you can by public transport (he doesn’t reach the boundary of the reserve only 2 km). This distance visitors usually pass on
foot or use the reserve’s bus on weekends, which delivers them directly to the reserve.

To stay overnight in the reserve “Stolby” you can in a camp, which runs from May to the end of summer. Tourists have
electricity, firewood, gas oven, toilet, and a pallet under the tent. But in this case, you must send a request in advance.

In the City the streets and pavements are very narrow and on weekdays the traffic is very heavy, because the City is the
commercial center of London, and London's most important firms and banks have offices there. About half a million people
work in 'the Square Mile. But over weekends the City is almost dead.

Now very few people live there. They are caretakers of office blocks, some lawyers, the choirboys and the clergy of St
Paul's Cathedral, the residents of a new cultural centercalled the Barbican.

As the name suggests, the West End is the western part of London. It is located between the City and Hyde Park.

The City and the West End are the heart of the capital. Here the visitor will find all the most interesting buildings, theatres,
movie houses, museums, picture galleries, shops, offices and gardens.

Westminster with Government buildings is the next part of London. There one can see the Westminster Palace, the
Westminster Abbey, and the Clock Tower with the great bell - Big Ben.

Now very few people live there. They are caretakers of office blocks, some lawyers, the choirboys and the clergy of St
Paul's Cathedral, the residents of a new cultural center called the Barbican.

As the name suggests, the West End is the western part of London. It is located between the City and Hyde Park.

The City and the West End are the heart of the capital. Here the visitor will find all the most interesting buildings, theatres,
movie houses, museums, picture galleries, shops, offices and gardens.

Westminster with Government buildings is the next part of London. There one can see the Westminster Palace, the
Westminster Abbey, and the Clock Tower with the great bell - Big Ben.

Washington loaded with scrap paper.

Washington has many historical places. The largest and tallest among the buildings is the Capitol with its great House of
Representatives and the Senate chamber. There are no skyscrapers in Washington because no other building must be
taller than the Capitol. The White House is the President's residence. All American presidents except George Washington
(the White House was not yet built in his time), have lived in the White House. It was built in 1799. It is a two-storied,
white building.

Not far from the Capitol is the Washington Monument, which looks like a very big pencil. It rises 160 metres and is hollow
inside. A special lift brings visitors to the top in 70 seconds from where they can enjoy a wonderful view of the whole city.

The Jefferson Memorial was built in memory of the third President of the USA, Thomas Jefferson, who was also the author
of the Declaration of Independence. The memorial is surrounded by cherry-trees. The Lincoln Memorial devoted to the
memory of the 16th President of the US, the author of the Emancipation Proclamation, which gave freedom to Negro slaves
in America.

The Human Body

The human body is made up of cells. The cells form tissues. There are four basic tissues: epithelial tissue, muscle tissue,
connective tissue and nerve tissue. Each organ is composed of several kinds of tissue. Organs working together to perform
complex functions are grouped into systems. There are the following systems: digestive, respiratory, urinary, reproductive,
endocrine, nervous, cardiovascular, muscular, and skeletal.

There are three chief parts of the human body: the head, the trunk and the limbs (or extremities). The head encloses the
brain. The head is connected to the trunk by the neck. The trunk consists of the chest, the belly (or abdomen) and the back.
The trunk is divided into two large cavities by the diaphragm. The chest (or thorax) is the upper of these cavities, the
abdomen is the lower. The chest contains the heart and lungs. In the abdomen there is the stomach, the liver, the
gallbladder, kidneys, the urinary bladder and the bowels (or intestines).

We have four limbs: two arms and two legs. The upper extremity is divided into the shoulder, the upper arm, the forearm
and the hand. Between the upper arm and the forearm there is the elbow. The joint between the forearm and the hand is
called the wrist. Each hand has four fingers and one thumb. At the tips of the fingers there are fingernails.

The parts of the lower extremity are the thigh (hip), the lower leg and the foot. The back of the lower leg is called the calf.
Between the thigh and the lower leg there is the knee. The joints between the lower leg and the feet are the ankles. The
foot consists of the heel, the sole, the ball of the foot, the instep and the toes.

Chemistry is a science of substances, their structure, their

properties and the reactions that charge them into other substances.

Chemistry is a great and complex subject.

Substances may exist in any of the three states. They may

exist as solids, liquids or gazes. Sulphur, iron and silver are solids

at an ordinary temperature; bromine and mercury are liquids

in the same conditions and oxygen and hydrogen are

gases. But solid substances may become liquids if we heat

them to a proper temperature. Liquids turn into gases at very

high temperatures.




Elements and compounds. All substances can be divided

into two great classes, namely, elements and compounds.

An element is an undecomposible substance; all compounds

are substances, which consist of two or more different substances,
so they can be decomposed into two or more simple

substances. Compounds are decomposible substances. Water

can be decomposed into oxygen and hydrogen. Elements may

be metallic and non-metallic. Nitrogen and carbon are nonmetals,

but lead and tin are metals.

The lymphatic system is a complex network of vessels, ducts and capillaries, which run through out the body. There are
many components in the lymphatic system, including; lymph fluid, lymphatic vessels, the lymphatic duct, lymph nodes,
lacteals and the spleen. The lymphatic system and it’s importance were not recognised until the 1960'’s.

The lymphatic system has 3 main importance’s and functions. The lymphatic system plays a large part in the immunity of
the human body, It aids in resisting the spread of disease. The system does this by identifying, removing and destroying
toxic substances. Another primary function of the lymphatic system is the transportation of digested fats away from the
intestine to the bloodstream.

The lymphatic system transports a fluid known as lymph. Lymph consists of a diluted blood plasma and a large number of
white blood cells. The majority of the white blood cells are lymphocytes. Lymphocytes are manufactured by bone marrow.
Lymph may also contain a small amount of red blood cells.

Lymph is transported around the human body travelling from the blood stream through lymphatic vessels. Passing through
?glands’ known a lymph nodes. As lymph travels through the lymphatic vessels lymphocytes are released to attack foreign
bodies and toxic substances found in the system. Lymph nodes also assist in the attack of foreign bodies. Lymph nodes are
situated at regular intervals throughout the lymphatic system and are pocket-like in structure. The nodes contain a number
of Leukocytes, also known as white blood cells. Nodes also produce phagocytes. Leukocytes and phagocytes destroy
poisonous substances.

Once lymph has passed through the vessels it enter the lymphatic capillaries. These capillaries are similar to very thin
veins and carry the lymph to the main lymph duct. Lymphatic capillaries collect digested fat in the intestine and carry it
away from the tissue.

The main organ that is included in the lymphatic system, is the spleen. The spleen is related to the circulatory system. It
plays a part in the human body’s immune system and works with and as part of the lymphatic system to destroy old red
blood cells which may cause a danger to the body. It is only very recently that the various functions of the spleen have
been discovered. The spleen has various other functions that are not connected to the function of the lymphatic system;
these include, the production of opsonins, properdin, and tuftsin and the creation and storage of red blood cells.



There several conditions that can affect the lymphatic system these include; inflammation of the lymphatic, tuberculosis of
the lymph nodes, malignancies and elephantiasis.

We can therefore see that the lymphatic system plays a very important role in protecting the body from toxins, poisonous
substances and illness.

Early Medicine.

Early people were nomads - they didn't live in one place and traveled around to look for food. Early people were healthy,
because they lived outdoors most of the time and they walked and ran a lot. They hunted animals and ate meat and plants
when they were still fresh. Early nomads used mud to heal broken bones. If they broke an arm or a leg, they put wet mud
on it. Then the mud became dry and hard, and it stopped the arm or leg moving so that the bone inside could heal.

Edward Jenner (May 17, 1749 - January 26, 1823) was an English country doctor practicing in Berkeley, Gloucestershire,
England, famous for his work introducing the Smallpox vaccine.

Edward Jenner is alongside the likes of Joseph Lister, Robert Koch and Louis Pasteur in medical history. Edward Jenner's
great gift to the world was his vaccination for smallpox. This disease was greatly feared at the time as it killed one in three
of those who caught it and badly disfigured those who were lucky enough to survive catching it.

Edward Jenner was a country doctor who had studied nature and his natural surroundings since childhood. He had always
been fascinated by the rural old wives tale that milkmaids could not get smallpox. He believed that there was a connection
between the fact that milkmaids only got a weak version of smallpox - the non-life threatening cowpox - but did not get
smallpox itself. A milkmaid who caught cowpox got blisters on her hands and Jenner concluded that it must be the pus in
the blisters that somehow protected the milkmaids.

In 1796, Jenner decided to try out a theory he had developed. A young boy called James Phipps would be his guinea pig. He
took some pus from cowpox blisters found on the hand of a milkmaid called Sarah. She had milked a cow called Blossom
and had developed the tell-tale blisters. Jenner 'injected' some of the pus into James. This process he repeated over a
number of days gradually increasing the amount of pus he put into the boy. He then deliberately injected Phipps with



smallpox. James became ill but after a few days made a full recovery with no side effects. It seemed that Jenner had made a
brilliant discovery.

He then encountered the prejudices and conservatism of the medical world that dominated London. They could not accept
that a country doctor had made such an important discovery and Jenner was publicly humiliated when he brought his
findings to London. However, what he had discovered could not be denied and eventually his discovery had to be accepted
- a discovery that was to change the world. So successful was Jenner's discovery, that in 1840 the government of the day
banned any other treatment for smallpox other than Jenner's.

Jenner did not patent his discovery as it would have made the vaccination more expensive and out of the reach of many. It
was his gift to the world. A small museum now exists in his home town. It was felt that this was appropriate for a man who
shunned the limelight and London. In the museum are the horns of Blossom the cow. The word vaccination comes from the
Latin 'vacca' which means cow - in honour of the part played by Blossom and Sarah in Jenner's research. A more formal
statue of Jenner is tucked away in one of the more quiet areas of Hyde Park in London.

As a young man, Jenner also wrote about what he had seen cuckoos doing. His were the first written records to describe a
baby cuckoo pushing the eggs and the young of its host out of the nest so that the baby cuckoo was the only one to receive
food from its foster parents. This was only confirmed many years later but it stands as a testament to the importance of the
countryside for Jenner. If he had gone to a city to further his career, would he had been in the right environment to make
his famous discovery? In 1980, the World Health Organisation declared that smallpox was extinct throughout the world.

Joseph Lister was born to Isabelle Harris and Joseph Jackson Lister in Upton, Essex, England (now a suburb of London), on
April 5, 1827. His father was a Fellow of the Royal Society and inventor of the achromatic lens for microscopes, leading to
Lister's interest in microbiology. Joseph was born into a family of Quakers, and attended their schools in Hertfordshire and
London. He attended the University of London, and graduated with a bachelor of arts degree in 1847. He continued his
studies, after surviving a case of smallpox, and entered the University of London's medical school. Lister graduated with
degrees in medicine and surgery in 1850. He was an excellent student, winning two gold medals for his academic
achievements. He continued on and became a Fellow of the Royal College of Surgeons (FRCS) in 1852.

While a surgeon on staff at the University of London's Hospital, he was in charge of some cases during an outbreak of
gangrene at the hospital. Using the tools of his father's invention, the achromatic microscope, he was led to believe that
the conventional wisdom, germs in the air, was wrong:

He was thus early led to suspect the parasitic nature of the disorder, and searched with the microscope the material of the
spreading sore, in the hope of discovering in it some invading fungus; he soon convinced himself of the cardinal truth that
its causes were purely local. He also minutely investigated cases of pyaemia, another terrible scourge of hospitals at that
time, and made camera lucida sketches of the appearances revealed by the microscope.

The real culprit were germs on the clothes and hands of the surgeons and medical staff. But Lister did not yet have a
scientific explanation. That would come years later. He then served as assistant to the leading Scottish surgeon James
Syme at the Royal Infirmary, Edinburgh, Scotland, from 1854 until 1860. In 1856, Lister married Syme’s daughter Agnes,
and joined her as a member of the Anglican Church, of which he remained a member until his death. The couple had no
children.

It was said that Agnes was a great help her husband, "helping with experiments and writing up his notes," Ann Lamont
writes in Joseph Lister: Father of Modern Surgery.

In 1860, Lister became a professor of surgery at University of Glasgow and its Royal Infirmary. Then and there a number of
things came together. For one, he observed that between 45 and 50 percent of amputation patients died from sepsis
(infection). After he had read about Louis Pasteur's ground-breaking work on the theory of germs in 1865, it gave him a
scientific basis for his clinical studies that he started in earnest a year earlier, in 1864.

In a now-famous paper, "On a New Method of Treating Compound Fracture, Abscesses, etc: With Observations on the
Conditions of Supperation, Part 1," that Lister wrote when he was professor of surgery at the University of Glasgow, and
published in the British medical journal, The Lancet (July 27, 1867), we can see the scientific lessons learned:

Bearing in mind that it is from the vitality of the atmospheric particles that all the mischief arises, it appears that all that is
requisite is to dress the wound with some material capable of killing these septic germs, provided that any substance can
be found reliable for this purpose, yet not too potent as a caustic.
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In the course of the year 1864 I was much struck with an account of the remarkable effects produced by carbolic acid upon
the sewage of the town of Carlisle, the admixture of a very small proportion not only preventing all odour from the lands
irrigated with the refuse material, but, as it was stated, destroying the entozoa which usually infest cattle fed upon such
pastures.

In 1869 Lister left Glasgow for the University Edinburgh where he was named professor of surgery. As time progressed,
the new theory of germs gained greater acceptance. But it was not until Lister was appointed chair and professor of
clinical surgery at King’s College Hospital in London, in 1877, that he began to win over the English doctors.

By 1879, Lister’s principle of antiseptic surgery had gained almost universal acceptance. While his method, based on the
use of antiseptics, is no longer used today in modern hospitals (asepsis), his principle—that bacteria must be prevented
from entering a wound—remains the basis of surgery to this day.

After his wife died on a rare holiday, in Italy, in 1892, Lister retired from medicine in 1893. The loss of his wife sunk him
into some despair, his routine disrupted. Writing and research became less important to him.

Lister received many honours. In 1883, Queen Victoria knighted him as Sir Joseph Lister. In 1897, he was given the title
Lord Lister of Lyme Regis. He was first to be made a British peer for services to medicine. In 1902, he was given the Order
of Merit, and made a Privy Councillor. Also named in his honour is the bacterial genus Listeria. On the commercial level, in
1879, Listerine mouthwash was named after him for his work in antisepsis.

Joseph Lister died at Walmer, Kent, his country home on February 10, 1912. He was eighty-four. After a funeral service at
Westminster Abbey, Lister was buried at Hampstead Cemetery, Fortune Green, London.

Before Joseph Lister's discoveries and observations helped advance surgical practices one hundred fifty years ago, many
persons would die from post-surgical complications, typically infections. Lister's recommendations to use the antiseptic
carbolic acid, now known as phenol, in the surgical theatre in mid-Victorian England greatly increasing the survival of
persons having what today would be considered routine surgeries, such as repairing a compound fracture.

In a compound fracture, for example, the bone breaks through the skin, exposing the wound. In such cases, although
patients might have survived the surgery, they often died from gangrene. After his own research, and reading about the
work of Louis Pasteur and Ignaz Semmelweis, he began to place dressings soaked with carbolic acid (phenol) to cover the
wound and the rate of infection was vastly reduced.

Lister then experimented with hand-washing, sterilizing instruments and spraying carbolic in the theatre while operating
in order to limit infection. The machine sprayed a fine mist of carbolic acid over the wound, thus keeping it free from
infection. Although better methods were soon invented, this initial discovery greatly decreased the mortality rate after
operations.

While reminiscing about the 1920's, you cannot help but remember the one man who made that a defining decade in
Canadian history, the co-discoverer of insulin, Sir Frederick Grant Banting. Banting was born on November 14th, 1891 in
Alliston, Ontario to William Thompson Banting and Margaret Grant. He was the youngest of six children and was educated
at the public and high schools at Allison. He was not the brightest kid in the class and dropped out of school at a young age
to help with the family farm. He later went on to continue his education at Victoria College in the field of General Arts but
failed and went on to University of Toronto to again try the arts. However, he soon switched to medicine and graduated in
1916. After graduating, he served in the Canadian Army Medical Corps in World War I where he was wounded but declined
amputation and persisted upon helping people.

His bravery earned him a Military Cross. Banting wanted to be a surgeon and opened up a small clinic in London, Ontario.
However, it was not as succesful as Banting envisioned and he only made $4. He was then offered a job teaching medicine
at University of Western Ontario. On the night of October 31st, 1920, during his routine reading of articles of medical
journals, Banting found something interesting in the journal, Surgery, Gynecology, and Obstetric. The article he read
changed the way thought forever.

In the journal, Banting read a story on pancreas and he quickly recorded something in his journal. Fascinated by his idea,
he left London for Toronto. He presented his idea of isolating an internal secretion of the pancreas to treat diabetes to the
professor of physiology at University of Toronto, J.J.R. Macleod. Macleod allowed Banting to test his theories and presented
him with a lab and an assistant, a young graduate student, Charles Best. There was no pay and the conditions were
horrible but Banting was determined to find a cure for the disease. Banting and Best decided to test his theory on dogs
first. At first, the results were disappointing but Banting was relentless. After many alterations to his initial theory, and
countless dogs later, they were successfully able to stabilize diabetic dogs and were ready to try their method calves and
cows. At this time, Macleod and a new helper, chemist James Bertram Collip began helping Banting and Best in their
efforts. After months of research and experiments, the team was able to find a useful extract, named insulin. In 1922, a 14-
year-old boy, Leonard Thompson, suffering from diabetes showed noticeable a recovery after becoming the first person to
be treated with insulin. Numerous other patients who were previously presented with hopeless prognoses showed rapid
improvement after being injected with the new drug.

Although Banting did not pursue the insulin discovery dream for fame and fortune, he certainly got a lot of it. In 1923,
Banting and Macleod were nominated for and awarded the Nobel Prize in Physiology. Banting was unhappy with the
omission of Best and shared his award money with him, as did Macleod with Collip. The four decided not to patent the
serum, which cost them a fortune, but instead they sold its rights to U of T for $1 to confirm that no one could get profit
from it. Banting was given many deserving honors in his lifetime to name them all would take forever. In 1922, Banting
was appointed Senior Demonstrator in Medicine at the University of Toronto, and in 1923, he was elected to the Banting



and Best Chair of Medical Research. He was also chosen as the Honorary Consulting Physician to the Toronto General
Hospital, the Hospital for Sick Children, and the Toronto Western Hospital. For his research, the Canadian government
gave him a lifetime grant and in 1934, King Georgy V knighted him. In 1994, Banting was inducted into the Canadian
Medical Hall of Fame. In 2004, he was nominated as one of the top ten 'Greatest Canadians' as voted by CBC viewers and
finished in fourth place. Banting also has many schools named after him, a medical hall in U of T, a crater, and countless
books and websites dedicated to his life and accomplishments. Even all these awards and recognitions cannot compare to
Banting's contributions to the world and to diabetic patients and their families.

Evidently, Banting was a selfless person and always thought about trying to make the world better. Besides his work on
insulin, he gave valuable input and research on the adrenal glands, cancer, and silicosis. He was also the first to create a
G-suit to help pilots cope with high-speed flying. This resulted in his selection in 1939 as the chairman of the National
Research Council's Committee on Aviation Medical Research. Banting also served in World War II as a medic and while
flying on a medical mission from Newfoundland to England on February 21st, 1941, Banting's plane crashed shortly after
take-off. Even during his last breaths, he forgot about himself to save another human being as he saved the life of the pilot
but he himself did not make it. Though Banting was only 49 when he died, he achieved more in his short life than most
people can ever imagine doing and his legacy will certainly live on forever.

IMPACT : Frederick Banting was a noble, selfless, and influential Canadian who by some is considered the greatest
Canadian who ever lived for countless reasons. Banting is also believed to be the first Canadian scientist to achieve
worldwide recognition and he was the first Canadian Nobel Prize Laureate. Frederick Banting is one of the most
prominent, valuable, and respected people to ever come out of Canada. He contributed a lot to the Canadian society by
participating in the war efforts. Banting aided many Canadian soldiers in both world wars even when he himself was
injured. Although Banting did not make significant breakthroughs in other fields of his research, he certainly offered many
valuable studies in various fields of medicine including cancer and silicosis. His research helped other scientists make
important discoveries in those fields. Frederick Banting was also a very humble person who valued knowledge and
generosity. This is clearly evident when his team gave the rights to insulin to University of Toronto so that no one could
benefit from their discovery and to ensure that all profit would go towards further development of insulin and other
medical advances. Ever since Banting and his team discovered insulin, millions of people have been able to live thanks to
the serum. If not for Banting's idea that hallowe'en night, millions of people would not be alive today and the world would
not have the works of many prominent people. Frederick Banting is truly an inspiration and the world will be forever
appreciative to his discovery.

AVICENNA

(Abu Ali al-Husain ibn Sina) (979-1037)Avicenna is the greatest philosopher in the East and a physician in whom Arabian
medicine reached its culmination. He was born in the province of Bukhara of a family connected with public service.
Avicenna at the age of 10 was well acquainted with Koran and Arabic classics. During the next six years he acquired
knowledge of philosophy, mathematics, astronomy and medicine. At 17 his medical knowledge enabled him to cure the
Samani ruler Nuh ibn Mansur from dangerous illness. His chief reward was an access to the royal library.

With the ending of the Samanid in 1004 Avicenna spent a short time in the service of the ruler of Kharazm or Khiva. Then
the ruler of Isfahan captured Hamadan in 1024. Avicenna passed his service as a physician and general literary and
scientific adviser. While marching with the army in a campaign against Hamadan he was seized with severe colic, and died
in June 1037; at the age of 58.

PATHOLOGY



Pathology is the study of disease. It covers the changes in normal anatomy and physiology brought about by disease and
the body’s reaction to it.

Any shallow breach of the skin or mucous membrane is called an ulcer. The raw base of an ulcer often has a painful
bleeding surface. A cyst is an abnormal sac of fluid. Cysts are usually small and localized and can occur in soft tissues or
bone anywhere in the body.

A tumors is a swelling caused by an abnormal and uncontrolled growth of body cells. It serves no useful purpose and may
cause displacement or destruction of adjacent structures. Some types of tumors can spread throughout the body causing
severe, and often fatal, destructive effects. This condition is commonly known as cancer.

Congenital defects are defects, which are present at birth, such as heart and valvular defects, cleft palate or other
deformities. The cause or nature of an ulcer or tumors cannot always be determined by physical or X - ray examination.
Confirmation of the diagnosis often necessitates surgical removal of some diseased tissue

for examination under a microscope. This minor operation is called a biopsy. The biopsy specimen is sent to a hospital
pathology department.

The diagnosis of infections often requires bacteriological examination of a swab or smear from an infected surface. Other
types of disease are commonly diagnosed by blood and urine tests.

THE ABDOMEN

The abdomen is a cavity containing the main organs of digestion. It is immediately below the chest but separated from it by
the diaphragm.

The stomach lies just below the diaphragm and receives all the food which has passed down the oesophagus after being
swallowed. Food stays in the stomach for a few hours while the stomach enzymes begin the first stages of digestion.

After leaving the stomach, the partially digested food enters the small intestine. This is a long coiled tube about six meters
long in which digestion is completed. It manufactures its own enzymes for this purpose but also receives some help from
the pancreas. This gland lies in the loop of the duodenum, which is the first part of the small intestine after the stomach.
The pancreas produces some enzymes which pass into the duodenum.

When the food has been completely digested in the small intestine, the indigestible residue passes into the large intestine.
This is a wider tube, nearly two meters long, leading from the small intestine to the rectum. The large intestine absorbs



water and minerals from waste food remnants. The rectum carries this waste to the external orifice or anus where it is
eliminated from the body. The whole system of tubes through which the food passes on its way from mouth to anus is
called the alimentary canal.

After digestion has been completed in the intestines, the digested food, which is now in a state the body can use, passes
through the walls of the intestines into capillaries where the blood carries it to the liver. The liver lies just below the
diaphragm to the right of the stomach. It is a storehouse for digested food and distributes it to those parts of the body
requiring it. It also produces a digestive juice known as bile. This is stored in the gall - bladder, which lies underneath the
liver. Bile passes into the duodenum at the same point as the digestive juice from the pancreas.

The next stage of digestion occurs in the stomach, which produces a mixture of acid and enzymes called gastric juice. The
acid kills germs and extracts any iron from the food - for hemoglobin formation. The enzymes initiate digestion of proteins
and fat.

Food is churned up in the gastric juice for up to five hours before being released into the duodenum.hat is why patients
must not eat for at least four hours before receiving a general anesthetic. If such precautions were not taken, the stomach
might still contain food which could be vomited during anesthesia and cause blockage of the airway. It must be
remembered that the protective mechanism of swallowing, which prevents food entering the airway, may be paralyzed
during general anesthesia.

PLASTIC SURGERY

1. Plastic surgery is surgical specialty concerned with the collection and
improvement of physical appearance. It is largely concerned with the bodily
surface and with reconstructive work of the face and exposed parts. Although
surgical reconstruction of the nose was performed by Hindu physicians before
the time of Christ, modern techniques of plastic surgery were originated in the
post- World War I years by surgeons repairing the wounds and disfigurements
of combat veterans.

2. The term "plastic" refers to the molding and reshaping of body tissues -
bone, fat-muscle, cartilage, and skin. Tissue may be moved to fill a
depression, to cover a wound, or to improve appearance. The transfer of skin
tissue is one of the most common procedures performed in plastic surgery.
Sheets of epithelial cells cultured in vitro and synthetic compounds such as
silicone are also used as a substitute for absent or deficient natural tissue.

3. Plastic surgery is sometimes considered, incorrectly, to be synonymous
with aesthetic, or cosmetic, surgery - that is, surgery performed solely to
improve appearance in otherwise healthy persons. The aesthetic element of
most plastic surgery, however, is directed at improving severe functional

impairments caused by bums and other traumatic injuries; to correct acquired



or congenital abnormalities, such as cleft lip and cleft palate, facial bone
fractures, and tumors; and to compensate for tissue removed in cancer or other
surgery, including reconstruction of the breast following mastectomy.

4. The development of microsurgery in the 1960s and 70s greatly expanded
the scope of reconstructive surgery, allowing surgeons to reattach severed
fingers and limbs. Exceedingly fine needles and sutures make it possible for
the surgeon to rejoin small blood vessels and other minute structures under an
operating microscope.

DIGESTION
For life to continue, the body requires fuel in the form of oxygen and food.

Respiration provides the oxygen. Our food, however, cannot be utilized by the body in the form in which it is eaten. It must
be specially processed by the body before it can be of any use. This special process ingest known as digestion. It is brought
about by the action on the food of certain substances called enzymes which are made by the body and mixed with the food
during its passage through the body.

The food we eat consists of protein, carbohydrate and fat. It also contains small quantities of vitaminsand minerals.

Proteins are found in meat, fish, eggs, milk and cheese. They are broken down into amino - acidsduring digestion. Protein
is necessary for cell growth and repair.

Carbohydrates are found in sweet and starchy foods such as sugar, flour and potatoes. They are broken down into glucose
during digestion. Carbohydrates provide body cells with the energy required to perform their functions.

Fats are found in meat, fish, dairy products and vegetable oils. The digestive process breaks them down to fatty acids. Fats
provide energy and body fat, which is stored in a layer beneath the skin. It acts as a reserve source of energy when needed,
and also as insulation which helps maintain body temperature in cold weather. The body required water for the production
of blood, digestive juices, urine and sweat. Many foods contain a large quantity of water but it is still necessary to drink
more than a liter of fluid daily.

Drugs. Any chemical substance which affects the functioning of the body is called a drug. Aspirin, penicillin and insulin are
all common examples. A drug is the active ingredient of a medicine, and all medicines contain drugs. For instance, aspirin
contains acetylsalicylic acid. However, not all drugs are medicines. For example, alcohol and nicotine (in tobacco) are
drugs but not medicines. Drugs which have made a great impact on people's lives include insulin for diabetics; heart drugs
like digitalis and vaccines against infectious diseases like poliomyelitis (polio) and smallpox. Antibiotics form another group
of drugs. Their job is to kill bacteria, for example, penicillin was first used to fight infection during the Second World War.
Since then antibiotics have saved the lives of millions of people. Since Sir Alexander Fleming first discovered penicillin,
other research workers have developed different antibiotics, such as streptomycin which conquered the terrible lung
disease tuberculosis.

Many women now take contraceptive pills as a method of birth control. This allows people to have children only if they
want them or to plan the number they have. If you look in your bathroom cabinet, you will probably find an assortment of
antiseptics, creams, ointments, indigestion tablets or cough and cold remedies. There is no harm in keeping these (out of
reach of young children) because most people are responsible and use them only if they need them. However, if you find
antibiotics or pills left over from a previous prescription, you should not keep them or give them to anyone else. You should
return them to a chemist. Drug development and research have advanced rapidly since the early discoveries. By 1984 over
m1,500 million (at manufacturers' prices) was spent in the UK on the purchase of NHS prescription medicines, and about
3,000 medicines are in use. Incidentally, the pharmaceutical industry is now one of the most successful in the UK, with
exports amounting to over m1.2 billion by the mid-1980s, and a positive trade 'surplus' of about m700 million. It can cost
the industry up to m60 million to research and develop just one new medicine. But the search for newer and better drugs
and medicines goes on. There are many diseases, such as some cancers and arthritis, still to be overcome.

Medicines are used to treat or prevent disease. For thousands of years people have been using medicines. In the earliest
times they used natural substances from fruits, leaves, roots to ease pain and bring relief. Some of the early remedies
worked for some reasons.

This
has been used as a sedative and pain killer for at least 7,000 years. In South America, the leaves of the coca shrub were
chewed by the Incas to relieve fatigue and hunger. Eventually, in 1859, the pure drug cocaine was extracted from these
leaves. Cocaine was developed and used as local anesthetic in dentistry and surgery. Many different herbs and plants have
been used to provide natural extracts from which modern medicines have been extracted and developed. For example,
morphine and codeine have been extracted and purified from raw opium for medical purposes. Digitalis, a heart drug, is
made from foxglove leaves, and aspirin-like compounds can be developed from the bark of willow trees.

DIGESTION
For life to continue, the body requires fuel in the form of oxygen and food.

Respiration provides the oxygen. Our food, however, cannot be utilized by the body in the form in which it is eaten. It must
be specially processed by the body before it can be of any use. This special process ingest known as digestion. It is brought
about by the action on the food of certain substances called enzymes which are made by the body and mixed with the food
during its passage through the body.

The food we eat consists of protein, carbohydrate and fat. It also contains small quantities of vitaminsand minerals.

Proteins are found in meat, fish, eggs, milk and cheese. They are broken down into amino - acidsduring digestion. Protein
is necessary for cell growth and repair.

Carbohydrates are found in sweet and starchy foods such as sugar, flour and potatoes. They are broken down into glucose
during digestion. Carbohydrates provide body cells with the energy required to perform their functions.

Fats are found in meat, fish, dairy products and vegetable oils. The digestive process breaks them down to fatty acids. Fats
provide energy and body fat, which is stored in a layer beneath the skin. It acts as a reserve source of energy when needed,
and also as insulation which helps maintain body temperature in cold weather. The body required water for the production
of blood, digestive juices, urine and sweat. Many foods contain a large quantity of water but it is still necessary to drink
more than a liter of fluid daily.
